	Question 3: 1 point

Exceptions are objects derived from the class Exception, e.g. ‘public class MyException extends Exception’, or instances of Exception itself.

What’s correct ?

· If an object of the class MyException is thrown, the parameter for the catch command MUST be of type MyException

· If an object of the class MyException is thrown, the parameter for the catch command can be of type MyException or Exception
· Since Exception itself is derived from Object, as any class in Java, the catch parameter can be of type Object.
· The catch parameter MUST ALWAYS be of type Exception.
